2. Eligibility Criteria

* Nominees must have at least 25 years of continuous, active membership
within the association.

* Nominees must have made immense contributions that demonstrate a
lasting and measurable impact on the Kwahuman community worldwide.

» Exception:

+ Individuals who have sponsored a special project that benefits the
association’s development agenda may be considered for induction even if

they have not met the 25-year membership requirement.




3. Selection Process

* A Panel of Eminent Leaders selected by the Global Network will assess all
nominations.

* The Panel will select four (4) outstanding individuals from North America

and two from Kwahuman Europe, for induction.

4. Induction and Recognition

* Inductions will take place biennially (every 2 years) during the Global
Network Easter Homecoming Celebrations in Ghana.

* Honorees will be permanently recognized on the Wall of Fame as part of

Kwahuman'’s living legacy and heritage.

1. Oyemso Primary School Block — Constructed to serve over 180 students within the

Oyemso area, this project ensures children have a conducive learning environment to

excel academically. Many thanks to Kwahuman Association of Connecticut.

2. Hwehwe ICT Center — Built by Kwahuman Massachusetts, this facility has
transformed the learning experience for students. Academic performance has
skyrocketed, with reports of 100% pass rates.

3. Kwahu Praso Model School & ICT Center — This facility benefits students from both
Kwahu Praso and the Ashanti side of the River Pra, improving their grades and opening

doors to future opportunities.



4. OKraagyei School Block — Funded by Kwahuman Minnesota, this new block will

benefit over 200 students from five neighboring communities, fostering academic

excellence for years to come.

Healthcare: Expanding Access, Saving Lives

5. Abepotia Community Health Center Renovation — This upgrade has eased pressure on
Nkawkaw Roman Hospital, allowing nearby communities like Akoasi, PamKkese, and
others to receive better medical care closer to home.

6. Kwahu-Aduhima Health Center Facelift — Sponsored by Kwahuman New York, this
project benefits over 300 patients monthly, including expectant mothers receiving both

natal and pre-natal care.
